Curriculum Compacting: A procedure used to streamline the regular curriculum for students who are capable of mastering it at a faster pace

Objectives:

· Determine the goals and objectives of the regular curriculum

· Assess students for previous mastery of these goals and objectives

· Substitute more appropriate (challenging) options

The Eight Steps of Compacting:

1) Identify the objectives

2) Create pretest

3) Identify students to be pretested

4) Pretest students

5) Eliminate practice, drill, and instructional time for    those students who demonstrate mastery

6) Streamline instruction for those who can master the objectives quickly

7) Offer alternate activities for those whose curriculum has been compacted

8) Keep records for accountability
